· The localism agenda and the role of university leaders;
· The role of employers in curriculum development; and

· The relevance of employer engagement to other key agendas, including flexible and mature access to and widening participation.
Contributions will be made by a range of expert speakers, including:

· Rt Hon, David Willetts MP, Minister for Universities and Science (invited); and
· Professor Ian Oakes, Deputy Vice-Chancellor (Research & External Engagement), University of Wolverhampton.
Planned outcomes for the event are:
· Delegates will be better informed about the relevance and potential impact of employer partnership and collaboration on their work, on the success of their institutions and on their partners;

· Delegates will have a better understanding of the common factors which contribute to successful HEI employer engagement; and
· Delegates should leave the conference with a first sketch of an action plan to improve institutional engagement with employers.
